Rules

Official Rules for the 2007 Sac State Integration Bee (Round I & Round II)

1.      Contestant must be current Sac State undergraduates to participate.  ALL contestants MUST provide their Sac State One Card THE DAY OF THE EVENT to verify their eligibility.

2.      Participants must correctly evaluate single variable indefinite integrals in the time allotted.

3.      All participants will be given the same integral.

4.      The methodologies that may be employed to evaluate a given integral are:
               a.      u-substitution
               b.      Integration by Parts
               c.      Integrals Involving Trigonometric Functions
               d.      Trigonometric Substitution
               e.      Partial Fractions
               f.       Rationalizing Substitution
               g.      Memory

5.      No electronic devices (i.e., calculators, PDA’s, etc.), printed materials, or notes will be allowed during the competition.

6.      For Round I, once the integral is evaluated, contestants will turn their final responses face down and wait until further instructions are given.

7.      After Round I is complete, the judges will choose the top twelve (12) participants who will advance to the next round based upon the number of correct integrals from questions one through ten in Round I . In the event of a tie, question 11 from the preliminary test will be evaluated by the judges and a contestant will be chosen to move on to the next round. In the event of a tie for the first, second, or third spot, tie-breaker integrals will be given as needed until the tie is broken.

8.      Beginning in Round II, all contestants will be allowed to miss one integral.  After a second misevaluation, the contestant will be eliminated.

9.      Arbitrary constants and proper absolute values will not be considered in the evaluation.

10.     The judges will have full discretion as to what integrals will be issued throughout the contest, and as to the correctness of the answer.

11.   During Round II, when a contestant is finished working on an integral, they may put down their pen as an indication to the judges that what they have given is to be their final answer.

12.   There will be an official timekeeper who will be in control of the amount of time that the participants are allowed for each integral (5 minutes).  The time for each integral will be announced.  The judges have the discretion to extend the announced time, but not to shorten it. (The only exception to this would be the following:  If each contestant has put their pen down to indicate that they are finished, then the judges may stop time.)  Shortly before time is up, there will be a warning given by the timekeeper.


 For example, “There are 20 seconds remaining.”

13.     The last three contestants will be ranked as 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners.

14.     The person who achieves the 1st place position will be crowned as:
The Grand Integrator of Sac State

15.     Prizes will be awarded to all finalists.  The 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners will select the award of their choice in ranked order. In addition, all finalists will receive a prize.

16.     All contestants will receive a certificate of participation.
